Pick another person (or couple or family) from OPC, maybe someone that you donôt know very well, and get 

together with them one time over the summer.  Invite them over for dinner, agree to meet at a restaurant, park 

or lake.   But invite someone to get together and spend some time sharing your story. 

-when did your story begin? 

 -where has your story taken place? 

 -who are the important characters in your story? 

 -what have been high points? Low points? 

 -tell your story from where it is at today 

How have you seen Godôs story of grace, redemption and new life intersect with your story along the way? 

Listen to another story.  Tell your story.  And watch for God in the middle of it all.

Finances 
 

 

 The work from the sale and dissolution of Opportunity Manor for OPC is almost complete.  In May the church 

accepted a $300,000 check that we applied toward our PILP loan.  There is about $8,000 that was held back 

until all outstanding bills associated with the manor were paid – receiving that will be the final step.   

  

Year to date on the PILP loan we have reduced the principal by $344,750.29 – our current balance is 

$1,091,573.53 – I’m excited for the day that we can say the loan is under $1 million.  With the large principal 

reduction we were also able to reduce our monthly payment to $8,190 (a reduction of nearly $3,000!) starting 

July 1st. 

 

Thank you for your ongoing financial and prayer support of God’s work through OPC. 

The Session of OPC met on June 25. Following are some highlights of discussion and actions taken. 

 

-Messages of thanks conveyed to Bridge of Hope Africa Ministries for wonderful children’s choir concert and 

Pilgrim Slavic Baptist Church youth orchestra and choirs for joining us in June. 

 

-Discussed theme of “Story” for the summer, along with experiment and guest stories. 

  

-Staff vacations for office and maintenance to be covered by volunteer signups. 

 

-Whitworth Institute of Ministry is July 23-27 and public is invited to evening worship each night at 7pm. 

 

-Discussed final stages of Opportunity Manor nonprofit dissolution. 

 

-Decided to resume Commission Conversations in September on the third Sunday of the month. 

 

-Approved Quilt/Craft Sale for November 3-4. 

 

-Voted to not meet in July, and next meeting August 20. 

 

The Meeting Place, a new congregation that has met at 

OPC on Sunday evenings for the past year, has moved into 

their own space.

Speaking of Family Promise, our next opportunity to host is July 15-21 and the families will be staying with 

us at OPC. Our support churches (Spokane Valley Baptist Church and the LDS church) are great helpers and 

take on all the responsibilities five nights of the week. We provide dinner and overnight hosts for Thursday 

and Saturday evenings and provide breakfast/lunch food for all seven days of the week. Our volunteers set up 

and break down the beds in the youth rooms downstairs, do bedding laundry, provide food, conduct 

orientation, and welcome the guests as they continue their journey to find housing. During the day, the guests 

are at the Day Center in Spokane where staff help them resolve the issues that caused homelessness. They also 

have access to washing machines, phones, and have an address for mail, etc. The Day Center has a back yard 

for the children to play in.
