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 Out of the Ashesé 

 

I was especially moved this year by the significance of Ash Wednesday as we gathered for worship.  To 
begin Lent, Ash Wednesday reminds us that ñyou are dust, and to dust you shall return.ò  The ashes mark 
the cross on our forehead, naming and claiming us as Godôs own.  Although we are dust, God breathes 
new life into us.   Out of the ashes, God raises up new life. 

 

In Lent we remember our own sinfulness and the great need we have for Godôs redemption.  We also 
remember Jesusô journey to the cross.  Our sinfulness and Jesusô death are wrapped up together as Jesusô 
cries from the cross ñIt is finished!ò  Out of our confession of sin and Jesus cry of suffering, God brings 
new life. 

 

As I have been reading through my devotions for Lent, I keep turning back to our prayer of confession 
from Ash Wednesday. 

 

Prayer of Confession (from Psalm 51) 

Have mercy on me, O God, according to your loving-kindness; in your great compassion blot out my 
offenses.   

Wash me through and through from my wickedness and cleanse me from my sin. For I 
know my transgressions, and my sin is ever before me.  

Against you only have I sinned and done what is evil in your sight. And so you are justiýed when you 
speak and upright in your judgment. 

Indeed, I have been wicked from my birth, a sinner from my motherôs womb.  

For behold, you look for truth deep within me, and will make me understand wisdom secretly. Purge me 
from my sin, and I shall be pure; wash me, and I shall be clean indeed.  

Make me hear of joy and gladness, that the body you have broken may rejoice .  

Hide your face from my sins and blot out all my iniquities. 

Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.  

Cast me not away from your presence and take not your holy Spirit from me. 

Give me the joy of your saving help again and sustain me with your bountiful Spirit.  

God of mercy, you know us better than we know ourselves, and still you love us. Wash us from all our sins, 
create in us clean hearts, and strengthen us by your Holy Spirit that we may give you praise; through 
Jesus Christ our Savior. Amen.

The Session of OPC met on February 12. Following are some highlights of discussion and actions taken: 

 

-Held annual joint meeting with deacons and went through officer training information and discussion. 

 

-Minutes from Annual Congregational Meeting January 28 were approved. 

 

-Discussed involvement with Everybody Counts Homeless Youth event held at OPC on January 29 and 

partnership with city, county and volunteers from the community. 

 

-Report from presbytery meeting February 8.  Mac Whiteford attended a worship with the Presbyterian 

Foundation representative about giving and generosity across generations.  This may be a good resource 

for OPC to partner with in the future. 

 

-LED lighting project rebate process is beginning from phase two. 

 

-Manor sale is still on target to close perhaps by the end of March.  Session previously voted that 

$300,000 net proceeds would go to PILP loan.  Session discussed and approved a new motion that funds 

in excess of $300,000 would be set aside into an OPC Building Reserve account. 

 

-Buildings and Grounds presented a report on possible solutions for the water heater to the kitchen that 

must be replaced. 

 

-Lent and Holy Week scheduled was discussed and agreed upon. 

 

-Camp Spalding bake sale fundraiser approved for February 25.  Pancake feed fundraiser January 28 

raised $462.00 for kids to go to camp this summer. 

 

-Administration Commission is working to lower our phone/internet bills. 
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Per capita is an apportionment of $34 per member that congregations pay to the larger Presbyterian Church 
(USA) - part of the glue that holds Presbyterians together. Because every Presbyterian shares in the benefit of 
the PC(USA)ôs system of government, the expenses associated with coordinating and performing the functions 
of that system is shared:

BEDS!!! Family Promise has new beds, thanks to the folks at the LDS church. These beds are light 

enough that they fit into the van, so we no longer need the red truck and the trailer! They are easier to set 

up and lighter to move. If you have ever tried to move the beds or the truckéor the traileréyou might 

understand why this is a great step forward. Held together by a prayer and band aids, these items are 

delicate. Now, moving from church to church will be easy!!! 

 

The families that stayed in our church are now in housing and we have three new families. Our next 

opportunity to work with them is the week of April 8-14. We will cook dinner and provide overnight 

hosts at the Baptist church on Thursday, April 12 and provide overnight hosts on Saturday the 14th. If 

you would like to help, please contact Sue Webber 474 0514. 

 

OPC will host Family Promise in July and we will need help with set-up/break-down, laundry, dinners, 

breakfast and lunch items, and overnight hosts. Volunteers are welcomeécontact Sue Webber. 

 

Some people have asked me where the families go in the daytime after they have been picked up from the 

church. Family Promise has a Day Center in Spokane where the families ñhang outò. They have 

counselors there who help resolve issues that caused homelessness as well as computers for job and 

housing searches. There are showers and washers where they can keep up with hygiene. The children 

attend school or daycare and most of our families have one working parent so that person is at work. 

After the families find housing, Family Promise stays in contact with them and provides guidance when 

requested so that they remain in housing. The success rate of remaining in housing six years after 

graduating from Family Promise is 83%...Family Promise is committed to ending homelessness.

Remember, 

Medicare will not call you and ask for your private 

information or money to secure your new card. Check your 

mail often in the month of June so your card does not end up 

stolen out of your mailbox. Carefully dispose of your old card 

once you have your new one established with your providers.
